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Simplify Stable Income ETF

FUND OVERVIEW

The Simplify Stable Income ETF (BUCK) seeks to provide monthly income. The fund is actively managed with the
goal of creating high risk-adjusted yield through efficient short-term fixed income positioning and structural option-
writing opportunities.

The fund is intended to be a cash or fixed income alternative, as it seeks to enhance typical yields of a more
traditional, passive investment in short-dated fixed income.

PERFORMANCE REVIEW

BUCK returned 3.31% in 1Q of this year, 2.02% more than 3-month Treasury Bills. The outperformance was
predominantly from option-writing strategies as interest rates were fairly range bound. BUCK's strategy shift towards
higher-income option strategies with more dynamic hedging in interest rate markets reaped healthy returns as interest
rates were mostly well-behaved.

Our outlook for BUCK is robust as the FED appears to be getting towards a higher for longer rate regime, which will
potentially keep rates range-bound. Higher than historical average volatility premia in fixed income products continues
to provide an opportunity to realize healthy risk-adjusted returns.

DEFINITIONS

Market Price: The current price at which shares are bought and
sold. Market returns are based upon the last trade price.

NAV: The dollar value of a single share, based on the value of the
underlying assets of the fund minus its liabilities, divided by the
number of shares outstanding. Calculated at the end of each
business day.

Option: An option is a contract that gives the buyer the right to
either buy (in the case of a call option) or sell (in the case of a put
option) an underlying asset at a pre-determined price ("strike") by
a specific date ("expiry"). An "outright" is another name for a single
option leg. A "spread" is when options are bought at one strike
and an equal amount of options are sold at a different strike, all at
the same expiry.
